• Defining and organizing international partnerships 
• Curriculum design, including reflection, for international service-learning courses 
• Legal, visa and other administrative challenges 
• Uses of technology for orientation, reflection, program development 
• Cross-cultural issues including different understandings of service around the world 
• Scholarships and Financial Aid 
• Programs for graduate and professional students 
• Faculty development strategies 
• Coordinating study abroad and service learning offices  
• Engaging the disciplines
